December is a beautiful, wondrous
month! The snow starts to fly; people
are wishing for a white Christmas;
families get together, and we all need
to remember the true meaning of
Christmas while we do all our activi-
ties.

We also have December 12, the feast
day of Our Lady of Guadalupe, Pa-
troness of the Americas. When we
reflect on Our Lady of Guadalupe, we
learn two important lessons, one of
faith and one of understanding. Mis-
sionaries who first came to Mexico
with the conquistadors had little suc-
cess in the beginning. After nearly a
generation, only a few hundred Native
Mexicans had converted to the Chris-
tian faith. Whether they simply did not
understand what the missionaries had
to offer or whether they resented these
people who made them slaves, Christi-
anity was not popular among the na-
tive people.

Then in 1531 miracles began to hap-
pen. Jesus' own mother appeared to
humble Juan Diego. The signs of the
roses, of hi s
of a deadly illness and especially of
her beautiful image on Juan's mantle
convinced the people there was some-
thing to be considered in Christianity.
Within a short time, six million Native
Mexicans had themselves baptized as
Christians.

The first lesson is that God has chosen
Mary to lead us to Jesus. No matter
what critics may say of the devotion of
Mexicans (and Mexican descendants)
to Our Lady of Guadalupe, they owe
their Christianity to her influence. If it
were not for her, they would not know
her Son, and so they are eternally
grateful. The second lesson we take
from Mary herself. Mary appeared to
Juan Diego not as a FEuropean
Madonna but as a beautiful Aztec
princess speaking to him in his own
Aztec language. If we want to help
people appreciate the gospel we bring,
we must appreciate the culture and the
mentality in which they live. By un-
derstanding them, we can help them to
understand and know Christ. For that
reason, OQur Lady of Guadalupe is Pa-
troness of the Americas.

Membership is an Ongoing Activity

Membership is an every day event
in the life of a Knight. If your
council is not recruiting and grow-
ing, it is slowly dying. If a council
is not keeping in touch with all its
members it will begin to die. By
keeping in touch it means to talk
to every member at least once per
quarter. Do this using the power
of 10.

What is a Power of Ten Pro-
gram?

It is a council membership struc-
ture that promotes communica-
tions, recruiting, retention of
members and greater participation
in council activities. Power Teams
are formed by assigning all coun-
cil members to one of ten teams.
Use member the interest survey
and Admissions Committee Ques-
tionnaire to place members on a
team with his interests. How: Se-
lect Team Leaders and Co-
Leaders for each team. Each team
is asked to recruit at least
members during the year and each
team is assigned individual coun-
cil projects to conduct during the
year. All inactive members are
contacted at least quarterly. Active
members who miss a meeting or
activity are contacted by the leader

or co-leader. Stay in contact.

Team leaders contact any member
on the team who is in arrears on
his dues. Each team participates in
the Spring and Fall Membership
Blitzes. -Why: A Power of Ten
council will meet their member-
ship quota each year and member
suspensions will be very low, if
any. Every member and his fam-
ily will find the time spent with
the council to be productive and of
value. They will get a sense of
belonging.

At the Midwinter Meeting we will
discuss the Power of Ten in more
detail. The Regional Membership
Chairman will also have a chance
to meet with al
area. If you have not yet decided
to come, please do. I promise that
you will be enriched. Merry
Christmas, and enjoy your family
and children this Holiday Season.
