Congrats to all who contributed to this 
very worthy Church Activity Winner. 
 
To all the Grand Knights in the State of 
Minnesota, remember to submit your 
activities to the State.  You never know if 
you may have an International Program 
Winner. 
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Knights of Columbus are known everywhere as men you can count on to roll up 
their sleeves when there’s a worthy project that needs doing. 
 
This year’s winner in the Church category is St. Joseph’s of Lino Lakes (Minn.) 
Council 9905. 
 
It is a council that lives up to that reputation in its little community about 20 
miles north of St. Paul.  In the 1960’s, St. Joseph's parish built a new, larger 
church, and the old one, which had been built in 1897, fell into disrepair during 
four decades of neglect. 
 
In 2004, Knights of Council 9905 established a “Save Old St. Joe’s Committee,” 
and began to lay plans for restoration of the old church, but initial estimates put 
the cost at more than $830,000. 
 
Soon an alternate plan, relying on volunteer labor and donated materials, took 
shape.  Council leaders organized a wide variety of projects, including gutting 
and replacing interior drywall, putting up a new roof, refurbishing the pews, 
restoring the stained glass windows, rebuilding window frames, restoring 
Stations of the Cross, and installing plumbing in the building for the very first 
time. 
 
The project was completed for less than $150,000, and was the subject of many 
positive stories in the news media, including the St. Paul Pioneer Press and the 
Minneapolis Star Tribune. 
 
More than 40 Knights, wives, friends, parishioners and community volunteers 
joined together in the restoration project for more than three and a half years.  
Six of the volunteers were inspired to join the Knights of Columbus.  The first 
official celebration in the restore church was a wedding anniversary and renewal 
of vows by a Knight and wife who had been married there 50 years earlier.  
Today, Old St. Joe’s has come back to life, and is being used for small weddings, 
daily Mass, Eucharistic Adoration, and as a teaching tool in RCIA classes. 
 
Convention delegates welcomed State Deputy Ricardo Acevedo and his wife, 
Catherine, Immediate Past State Deputy Eugene Hippe and his wife, Gloria, and 
St. Joseph’s of Lino Lakes Council #9905 Grand Knight and Mrs. Terry G. 
Meyer, as they received the Supreme Council’s 2009 Church Activity Award.

Knights in the Honor Guard.  My wife Catherine and I volunteer at the Shrine 
as needed. 
 
As you can see from above, Our Lady of Guadalupe has been in an out of my 
life many times.  She just seems to come back, but at the same time she has 
never left.  I hope this helps answer, a little, the question about why I seem to 
focus on “Our Lady of Guadalupe.” 
 
Some brother Knights have commented that they had not heard of Our Lady of 
Guadalupe, but because of the Supreme Convention and also the references to 
her from our Supreme Knight and our Supreme Chaplain they now know 
something about her.

I have the chance to read between 30 and 40 newsletters from 
Councils each month.  Yes, I read each and every one.  Those 
who send it know because often I send a note off about 
something in their newsletter from time to time.  From my point of view it also 
provides a little look into what’s happening with those councils.  And I 
appreciate the fact that you send a copy to me.  But it leads me to something 
bigger yet...communications. 
 
Each newsletter is a direct reflection of what is happening in each council, how 
the leadership takes their role to heart, how members join together and 
accomplish great things.

He shared with 
me the year prior to my year as GK that he had arranged to have someone write 
his articles for him.  He knew what he wanted to say but didn’t have the time to 
actually sit down and write it.  Seems today writing it down via a computer is 
much easier than the old typewriter.  But he had the DGK write it for him and it 
started a tradition in his council.  I wonder if they still do it that way in 
Montgomery today.  In my own council we had stopped doing newsletters, and I 
knew that I had to lead the group back into the practice.  I didn’t follow my dad’s 
advice, but I should have.  It would have been a lot easier to just tell someone 
what to say for me versus actually doing a newsletter by myself.  Five years 
later, my council still has a newsletter every other month. 
 
So what’s in your newsletter?  If you look at Fairmont’s, it’s loaded with 
schedules of who needs to do what.  They have a hall and it takes a lot of 
workers to keep that hall afloat.  Others with halls talk about upcoming events. 
It’s a great way to keep getting the word out on upcoming events.  One council 
without a hall wanted to make sure their newsletter was opened every time, so 
they put cartoon jokes on the back, visible to wives who they say actually look 
forward to receiving the newsletter.  Finding some jokes takes time but Excelsior 
takes the time to insure their newsletter gets opened.  Delano makes sure the 
officer’s names and phone is included in each newsletter.  It cries out “Call us if 
you need anything.  We’re your brothers and can help.”  Shakopee has a good 
portion dedicated to the Ladies Auxiliary.  They are very strong there and it 
makes sense in the world to combine efforts. 
 
Take a minute to look at your communications.  Is your newsletter going out 
once a month or once a quarter?  Either way, it is communication.  It could be a 
chore to get it out, or it could be an avenue of brotherly love.  Look at it as a way 
to bring Christ into the home of a brother knight, and I’ll bet you’ll see your 
newsletter under a different light.

When the state deputies are in New Haven for their organizational meeting, I 
review with them my “10 Keys to Success.” I believe that these keys are as 
important to grand knights and district deputies as they are to state deputies. I 
outline them here: 

1. Be Membership-Growth Oriented 365 Days a Year. Every activity 
your council undertakes should be geared to membership growth. 

2. Establish Long-Term Goals for Growth. “Long term” should be at 
least five years. 

3. Create Team-Oriented Council Officers. Work as a team toward a 
common goal, whether it be a service project or a recruitment target. 

4. Maintain a Positive Attitude and Communicate It. You must instill a 
positive attitude – “The best is yet to come” … “This year can be better 
than last year, and next year will be even better than now.” 

5. Focus on Youth and Youthful Leadership. Conduct programs that 
attract younger men and their families, such as our free-throw program 
and soccer challenge. 

6. Take Advantage of Leadership Training Programs. The Supreme 
Council and your state council want – need – you to succeed. Attend 
grand knight training seminars, state meeting and functions. 

7. Establish Accountability. Be accountable to your fellow officers, your 
chaplain and to your members. Give them direction and let them know 
what you expect of them. 

8. Have and Communicate Clear Priorities. Repeat them often at 
meetings, in newsletters, via e-mail or in other regular correspondence 
with your officers and members. 

9. Be Open to Change. Constantly assess your performance and adjust 
your program to meet overall goals. 

10. Use Your District Deputy. He is an invaluable resource to you and your 
fellow officers.

The Knights of Columbus has committed itself to 
provide more financial and moral support to every 

seminarian in the United States and Canada.  While the Order has a 
number of other programs of assistance to seminarians, R.S.V.P. is the primary 
program through which Knights of Columbus Councils, Assemblies, and Circles 
participate in an organized manner. 
 
Since the beginning of the program in 1981, the Knights of Columbus has given 
$35 million to the support of seminarians through R.S.V.P., with the Supreme 
Council refunding over $7.5 million to local units.  Along with financial aid, the 
assistance through this program involves prayers and moral support, including 
letters and visits, (at least 4 letters and one personal contact per seminarian in 
every July to June fraternal year).  In this way, besides providing financial 
assistance, R.S.V.P. creates bonds of friendship between Knights and future 
Priests, many of whom join the Order and become Chaplains as a result. 
 
Under this program, local K of C councils or assemblies agree to make an annual 
contribution of $500.00 or more to help a seminarian with his personal expenses.  
Councils and Assemblies can sponsor more than one seminarian if their resources 
permit.  In each case, the minimum annual contribution is $500.00 to one 
seminarian. 
 
For every $500.00 given to an individual, the Supreme Council will refund the 
Council or Assembly $100.  The maximum refund a council or assembly can 
receive is $400.00 per individual supported. 
 
For Circles of Columbian Squires, the annual contribution per seminarian is a 
minimum of $100.00, with each circle eligible to receive from the Supreme 
Council a refund of $20.00 for each $100.00 donated. 
 
R.S.V.P. is unique in that funds go directly to the seminarian, so for this reason 
the checks must be made out to the individual seminarian, not to a seminary, 
diocese, or other institution.  The same holds true for members of Religious 
Orders—-the check drawn on the council’s, assembly’s, or the circle account, 
should be made out to the individual.  The donation made to the seminarian is not 
intended to cover the cost of education, rather these funds are for his personal 
needs.  Seminaries and other institutions may qualify for, and receive financial 
assistance from other programs of the Knights of Columbus, but they do not 
qualify for the R.S.V.P. refund. 
 
Let’s look into Minnesota’s participation in the past fraternal year, July 2008-June 
2009, as submitted for the refund.  There were 29 councils that participated with a 
total of $42,417.00 given in support of 78 seminarians.  St. Cloud Council #961 
donated $11,500.00 for 23 seminarians, making them our first place council.  
Congratulations!  Second place Medford #4909 with a $3,198.00 in support of 6 
seminarians and third place tie to Grand Rapids Council #2840 in support of 2 
seminarians and Albany Council #3628 in support of 6 seminarians with each 
council donating $3,000.  Fourth place was Osseo Council #9139 with $2000 in 
support of 4 seminarians.  Other councils who participated were #447, #1076, 
#1856, #2018, #36659, #3949, #4374, #4477, #4653, #5132, #5141, #5276, 
#5344, #8184, #9261, #9307, #9657, #10031, #11108, #10172, #12519, #12604, 
and #13359. 
 
“Thanks and God Bless Your Work.”  Please refer to form #2863, single page, 
both sides pages 27 & 28, in this year’s (2009-10) manual of the Council Report 
Forms for complete details for eligibility.  This single application form should be 
submitted with copies of the cancelled checks or other documentary evidence - 
between April l1 and June 30 in order to qualify in this present year. 
 
Thanks again for your support of our seminarians! 
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Today’s young man faces many commitments.  From his duty to his 

family to his obligation to his work place, there are constant calls on his time.  
How many times have your council’s recruiters heard the reply, “I don’t have 
much time to give to the Knights, so why should I join?”  It’s a common concern 
among many prospects that they just don’t have the time to be a part of the 
Knights of Columbus. 
 
Imagine if you were able to tell a man that if he could just give 24 hours a year to 
the Knights of Columbus he could make a positive difference in his community 
and Church.  Below is an illustration of just how little time it takes to be an active 
part of the Knights of Columbus.  Even with this minimal commitment he can be 
an important part of a council and reap the benefits of what membership in the 
Knights of Columbus has to offer him and his family..  When talking to a prospect 
about joining our Order, try breaking down the time commitment in this way: 
 * 12 hours a year reading the weekly parish bulletin, the state and 
  local council newsletters, Columbia magazine, and surfing the  
  state council and Supreme Council Web sites. 
 * 2 hours a year volunteering at the council’s annual drive for  
  people for intellectual disabilities. 
 * 2 hours a year attending, with his family, two council corporate 
  Communions or prayer services at the parish. 
 * 2 hours a year on a council-sponsored Church, community,  
  council, family, or youth project of his choosing. 
 * 2 hours a year attending one council meeting.  (If it’s a well-run 
  interesting meeting, he might even come back for a second.) 
 * 4 hours a year enjoying (again, with his entire family) a council 
  social function such as a dinner, dance, picnic, etc. 
 
When you present the time commitment of joining the Knights of Columbus to a 
man in this way, it doesn’t seem very intimidating at all.  Once a man becomes a 
member and sees how rewarding being a part of the Knights of Columbus is, he’ll 
want to dedicate more of his time to the Order. 
 
If your council doesn't conduct some of the types of programs mentioned above, 
consider implementing them or similar ones.  If your council doesn’t have a 
newsletter, consider starting one - there is no better way to keep your members 
informed and active. 
 
There are 8,760 hours in a year.  by giving the Knights of Columbus 24 of those 
hours (less than .3 percent), a man can be a better Catholic, a better father, a better 
husband and a better person.  Think of the difference the Knights of Columbus 
can make in our communities if these men join us.  We only have to let each 
qualified prospect know that he has the time to join and make a difference in his 
community and the Church in just 24 hours.

Imagine you’re trying to fill a bucket with water.  Every drop you put in should 
increase its contents, but if there’s a leak you may end up losing more water than 
you gain.  Think of the membership in your council in the same way - every new 
knight you add won’t help your membership increase and grow stronger if you 
lose existing members.  One of the most common problems with member 
retention has been invalid phone number or mailing address, basically losing 
contact with a member. 
 
There is an excellent resource for membership called Leadership Guide for 
Membership Recruitment.  In it is a Membership Satisfaction Questionnaire.  
This survey is intended to help assess member satisfaction with council activities 
and administration.  Instead of mailing the survey to members and asking the 
Financial Secretary to handle the responses, have your Membership Committee 
and Trustees divide up the council membership and contact each member in 
person or via phone.  in addition to getting membership satisfaction feedback, you 
can also verify phone and mailing address details.  Do this during the summer 
months of July and August.  For those members you did not contact, make a list 
and keep trying via personal visits or phone or mail.  Find the member! 
 
Personal contact via a personal visit or phone call once a year will make a 
difference in membership retention.  It is worth the time and effort.  Try it and see 
the difference it will make. 
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Once again the Minnesota Knights Foundation is holding their raffle to raise 
funds for the foundation.  All KC Councils are encouraged to participate and sell 
their tickets.  Councils receive half the proceeds of the tickets sales for your 
council’s use.  What an easy way to help out two groups!  Tickets have been 
mailed out to councils.  Please do your best to sell them—and sales can be to non-
KC members.  The drawing will be held again at the State Convention next May.

The Knights of Columbus is a very patriotic Catholic fraternal service 
organization dedicated to serving the needs of its members and their families.  
This is especially true concerning our members who serve in the most 
dangerous of occupations.  Most insurance companies run from people who 
have dedicated their lives to serving and protecting our freedom and our safety.  
The Knights of Columbus embrace these people. 
 
Since 1944, the Knights of Columbus have offered a unique fraternal benefit to 
the children of our brother Knights who serve in dangerous occupations, 
namely those that serve as full time law enforcement officers, or as full time 
firefighters, or in the armed services.   Originally started as a way to assist the 
children of our brothers who gave their lives in service to our country in World 
War II, the Francis P. Matthews and John E. Swift Educational Trust 
Scholarships were expanded several times over the years to include police and 
firefighters as well. 
 
Generally speaking, the children of a brother Knight who dies in the line of duty 
as a law enforcement officer or firefighter, and as a result of criminal violence 
directed at them, may be eligible for a scholarship of up to $25,000 per year that 
can be used toward tuition at the Catholic college or university of their choice.  
Children of a brother Knight who serves in the armed forces who is killed or 
suffers permanent and total disability as a result of hostile action may be 
eligible as well.  Of course, the child must be meet the college's eligibility 
requirements for attendance. 
 
This is a great recruiting tool for these men who serve us in these dangerous 
occupations, especially if they have children.  In fact,  some cities have their 
own police and fire department Knights of Columbus councils, and there are 
several armed services KC councils in various parts of the world. 
 
For further information on this and other scholarships available to members and 
their families, order the pamphlet titled Financial Aid to Education from 
Supreme.

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Eligibility for participation in the annual free throw competition is determined by the 
child’s age as of January 1, 2010.  Boys and girls must meet the requirement to 
participate at Council, District, Regional, and State levels.  Telling children and their 
parents they don’t qualify because of age moments before the final competition is the 
hardest thing that I have to do as Chairman. 
 
At the council level, any child who comes into the court is welcome to try.  However, we 
only allow eligible children to fill out the forms.  One of the rulers in the brochure from 
Supreme says they are to prove their date of birth.  This needs to be done at the council 
level and should be double checked all the way up.  Last year we had at least one girl and 
two boys that were moved through the district and regional levels before I had to call 
them and explain the rule.  One boy was 7 years old, and he won his region and wanted 
to compete at the state competition in the 10-year old group.  That means several boys 
who were eligible to compete never had the chance to.  It’s part of the job at the council 
level, so please take the time and make sure to complete the entire registration form.  
Parents name, signatures, phone numbers, council, district, and regional numbers are all 
important pieces to contact them. 
 
It’s hard for me to start this article this way, but it is the easiest thing we can do to make 
it an enjoyable event for everyone.  Please post signs up at your competition no matter 
what level you are working so everyone knows the rule.  This rule is the first sentence on 
the sign-up form. 
 
Please have your council level free-throw competition completed by January 17; 
District by February 14, and Regional by March 7. 
 
This year we are planning a Saturday competition at 9 a.m.; awards at 11:45 and then 
have a pre-paid pizza lunch at noon.   
 
We had a great time at the State Free-Throw Competition this year, with 109 our of 120 
possible competitors and their families.  These young competitors respected each other as 
they competed for trophies and Knights of Columbus basketballs. 
 
I want to say thank you to everyone who participated and the many volunteers.  Thank 
you brother knights Berry Hobbs, Alan Gregorson, and Mark Glatzel.  It went smoothly 
because of your participation.

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When we look at our councils and ourselves as individual members what do we see? 
How do others see us? Sure, we give millions of dollars and thousands of hours of 
service to our churches and communities. But do we raise the money or help the needy 
with charity in our heart? Do we conduct our activities with smiles on our faces? Or do 
we complain about all the work or that brother so and so doesn’t do anything to help?  
 
With all of things that we do there is room for everyone to help out. Sometimes we just 
need to find our place. When you buy a car, you try a few out before you find the one 
you like.  
 
Your KC Council should have a variety of things to help with. For instance: If you don’t 
like kids, youth projects probably aren’t for you.

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“Knights have nothing less than a moral obligation to offer every eligible

his first meeting of state deputies. 
 
A Knights of Columbus presence may be accomplished in one of two 
ways: by having a KC council or by establishing a Parish Round Table. 
 
In many of our councils there are multiple parishes served by the local 
council. The Round Table Program is geared just for that purpose. Many of 
our parishes are too small to support a council but have members of 
neighboring councils. These members can be active in their local parish as 
a Round Table. The Round Table acts as a “mini-council” by taking care 
of its home parish. This program was made for places like rural Minnesota. 
We have hundreds of small rural churches that could benefit from a parish 
Round Table. 
 
If your council already has a Round Table, remember that the 
establishment of a Round Table program counts as four activities in the 
Church category for the Columbian Award and that your Round Table 
forms need to be submitted every year. 
 
If you are interested in forming a Round Table in your parish, your Grand 
Knight, District Deputy and state officers are here to help.

Per Capita dues of $4 per member 
were due in September to and payable 
to State Treasurer Anita Doll.
